• a type of short-term appropriations legislation used to 

fund government agencies if a formal appropriations bill 
has not been signed into law by the end of the federal 
fiscal year (September 30)

II Joint ResolutionII. Joint Resolution
• a motion passed by both houses of Congress which has 

the effect of law when signed by the President

III. Appropriation
• the designation of monetary funding for particular uses
• NIH is funded by the Labor HHS/Education
